1.  I have finally completed a first draft of Aerosol IOP science plan. (Sorry for delay). This consolidates many of the items already written (e.g. proposal, 

flight plans, etc.) and adds some specifics to the plans.  Thanks for all who have contributed! 2. Don Bond will also be working on updating this page with flight status info, weather information, etc. 

3. Preparations at the Central Facility have been underway.  Many thanks to Pat Sheridan, John Ogren, Dan Nelson, and SGP Site Ops personnel for completing the modifications to the GIF, aerosol stack, etc.  This was a fine job!  Pat reports all is ready for investigators.
